Porcupine Balls 

2 boxes (14+ ounces in weight) of Graham crackers 

3 cans Eaglebrand sweetened condensed milk 

2 packages chocolate chips 

 

Mix all together and form into small balls.  Roll each ball in sweetened shredded 

coconut and chill. 
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
