FIRE.  STIR OFTEN, ADD 1 GALLON HOT OR BOILING WATER. COOK

PUDDING.  REMOVER FROM THE FIRE AND COOL.  WHEN SET, CUT 

INTO BARS.  MAY BE GROUND UP LATER IF YOU WISH.

SOAP.  USE A GALVANIZED TUB OR ENAMEL PAN. 
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
